academic session, institution has failed to submit the consent of affiliation of the
Examining Authority and hence its request was rejected.

as per Rajiv Gandhi University of Health Sciences, Karnataka’s letter
dt.1.6.2022 the matter regarding excess admissions made in B.Pharm course
during 2021-2022 is sub-judice in the Hon’ble Karnataka High Court vide W.P.
No0.9802/2022 (EDN-RES).

100.

In view of above, it was decided -

b) regarding 2021-2022 academic session, it was decided to instruct the institution to
submit duly authenticated certificates as certified by the Examining Authority of
passed out B.Pharm students admitted during 2021-2022 academic session.
